Operation Ice Candles, a gesture aimed at bringing love and light at Christmas for those who have suffered the loss of  a loved one, recent-ly wrapped up another suc-cessful season, creating and distributing more than 200 candles to grieving families and friends.While it’s not officially known as Operation Ice Candles, it is indeed a major undertaking. The 200 or so candles distributed do not include the 60 to 80 candles used to line the St. Anthony’s Cemetery in Watkins on 

Christmas Eve. The duo behind this effort are Watkins area residents Dan and Tammy Winter, who have devoted countless hours over the past six or seven years to making and deliver-

ing hundreds of  candles. The story behind the Christmas ice candles can be traced to one of  Tammy’s spe-cial childhood memories. Growing up on a farm north of  Pierz, she remembers 

learning the importance of  hard work and responsibili-ties. She was one of  eight daughters born to her par-ents, and life on the farm was not always easy, and money was often scarce. “My mom didn’t have a lot of  money for a hobby but found joy in sim-ple things,” said Tammy, now an EV-W fourth grade teacher. The Minnesota Department 

of  Agriculture (MDA) has con-

firmed the presence of  emer-

ald ash borer (EAB) in 

Kandiyohi County for the first 

time. There are now 35 coun-

ties in the state, including 

Kandiyohi, with EAB.

A tree care company con-

tacted the MDA after suspect-

ing a tree on the west side of  

Nest Lake, near Spicer, was 

infested with EAB. MDA staff  

were able to find live EAB lar-

vae and collect samples. 

Federal identification con-

firmed emerald ash borer.

EAB was first discovered in 

Minnesota in 2009. The insect 

larvae kill ash trees by tunnel-

ing under the bark and feed-

ing on the part of  the tree that 

moves nutrients up and down 

the trunk. Often, the trees 

show several signs of  infesta-

tion because of  this. 

Woodpeckers like to feed on 

EAB larvae, and woodpecker 

holes may indicate the pres-

ence of  emerald ash borer. 

EAB tunneling can cause the 

bark to split open, revealing 

characteristic S-shaped galler-

ies underneath.

Because this is the first time 

EAB has been identified in 

Kandiyohi County, the MDA is 

enacting an emergency quar-

antine, which limits the move-

ment of  firewood and ash 

material out of  the area. The 

emergency quarantine will 

cover the northeast corner of  

the county, from U.S. Highways 

71 and 12 on the western and 

southern borders, respective-

ly, and the county line on the 

northern and eastern borders.

The MDA issues quaran-

tines for all areas known to 

have EAB to reduce the risk of  

further spreading the tree-kill-

ing insect.

People in search of  an alco-

holic beverage in downtown 

Watkins have some choices 

with Bud’s, Gordie’s,  and the 

Red Goat all open for busi-

ness and serving wines, 

beers, and hard liquor. That 

wasn’t always the case, how-

ever. 
For Watkins, prohibition 

started earlier and lasted a 

couple of  decades longer 

than neighboring towns such 

as Eden Valley and Kimball.

It all boiled down to loca-

tion. Watkins is situated on 

the northern edge of  Meeker 

County, which voted to go dry 

in 1914, four years prior to 

the passage of  prohibition. 

Even after the amendment 

was repealed in 1933, Meeker 

County stayed dry, and, as a 

result, so did Watkins. While 

the sale of  3.2-beer was avail-

able in Meeker County by 

1934, hard liquor was prohib-

ited until 1953.

“Wet” advocates pushed for 

a county vote, but their first 

two attempts were unsuccess-

ful. In the original vote after 

the 21st Amendment was 

approved, repealing prohibi-

tion, the “dry” votes in 

Meeker County totaled 2,602 

compared to 2,205 “wets.” 

The issue came up again in 

1947 when the question “Shall

the sale of  intoxicating liquor

be prohibited in Meeker 

County” was approved 3,001 

to 2,915, although “wets” com-

plained at the time that the 

wording of  the question was 

confusing. 

In 1953, the issue was back 

on the ballot. The third try 

proved the charm, and the 

“wet” voters prevailed. When 

asked if  the sale of  intoxicat-

ing beverages should be pro-

hibited, 3,594 said “no” while 

3,295 said “yes.”

Chance River Vineyards, 

owned by Tom Oestreich, fir
st 

started with only six vines at 

Oestreich’s home in Eden 

Prairie, M
inn. Now, th

e vine-

yard grows several varieties 

of  grapes and sells to the 

award-winning Nordic Oaks 

Winery in Barnesville, Minn.

“We planted about six years 

ago, and we bought the land 

approximately 15 years ago,” 

said Oestreich, who lives with 

his wife Melanie on CSAH 34 

by the Crow River as it e
xits 

Rice Lake. “We started in our 

home in Eden Prairie with six 

vines to experiment with 

growing grapes. We then 

moved on to planting 10 variet-

ies here in Paynesville to see 

what grew well and what some 

of  the local wineries might be 

interested in buying.”

Chance River Vineyards 

now officially grows Sabrevois, 

a red grape often used in 

blending with other red grape 

varieties, and La Crescent, a 

white grape. They also plant 

bluebell grapes for making 

jelly, 
jam, and juice on their 

hillside home above the Crow. 

The vineyard sells these 

grapes to Red Trail V
ineyards 

in North Dakota, and to Nordic 

Oaks in Barnesville, Minn. 

With grapes from Chance 

River Vineyards, Nordic Oaks 

won third place in the 2021 

World Amateur Wine-Making 

Contest and now second place 

in 2022. “I am ecstatic,” said 

Oestreich. “It’s nice to have a 

partnership with such a tal-

ented winemaker. T
hey know 

their stuff.”

Contributing to this award 

was not 
easy, 

however. 

“January to March, I a
m trim-

ming all of  the vines back 

while they are dormant,” 

explained Oestreich. “Spring, 

as the vines start to grow, I w
ill 

tuck vines into the trellising to 

keep them growing upward 

and trim suckers as they 

appear. W
e use VSP trellising 

(vertical shoot positio
ning). 

Then I pray for bees and polli-

nators to help me out.” 

“Varieties are harvested 

when the winery is satisfied 

with the brix level (sugar con-

tent), a
nd acidity level lowers 

a litt
le which happens as the 

final ripening occurs,” he 

added.

Many things about th
is pro-

cess have changed since the 

beginning of  the vineyard. 

“The laws have changed, and 

wineries no longer are 

required to use or purchase 51 

percent of  Minnesota-grown 

grapes,” said Oestreich. 

“Securing some wine was a 

littl
e diffic

ult last year, so I 

negotiated my price for a cou-

ple cases this year for last 

year’s product.”

“The other change is the

weather. T
imes are changing,

and we are now warmer here

in Minnesota, with more heat

than we have had in years

past. L
ast year, because of  the

heat, w
e had really good pro-

duce, and it w
ill b

e a good year

for buying wine,” he added.

Despite the work required,

the operation has had plenty

of  room to grow to future

endeavors. “Last year, w
e did

not have enough room to ship

all of  the grapes we had. I a
m

hoping to have extra grapes

this year also to sell at our

farmer’s 
market,” 

said

Oestreich. “I also put (m
y son)

to task to start experimenting

with making wine. He made

his first batch last year, and we

will s
ee how that tu

rns out.”

Their vineyard, overlooking

the Crow, is named after their

dog, Chance, and their river

view, thus Chance River

Vineyard.

n by next

ing her newborn hearing test 

and undergoing a long and 

emotional journey with her 

hearing, is now an extremely 

bright, fr
iendly, a

nd talkative 

kindergartener at Albany 

Elementary.

“It’s something I never 

thought was going to happen, 

to be honest,” said Allie’s 

mother Cassandra. “But here 

we are, and she’s a rockstar.”

Allie started kindergarten 

on Tuesday, Sept. 6, with her 

siblings Kennedy, 14, and 

Drake, 9. She is “obsessed 

with writin
g,” her favorite 

class is music because she 

gets to sing, and she has made 

a lot of  new friends, reported 

Cassandra.

While pregnant with Allie, 

Cassandra contracted a viral 

infection called CMV. When 

the CMV was transmitte
d to 

Allie, it i
mpacted her cochlear

development, le
ading Allie to 

be born profoundly deaf. 

Allie soon underwent a six-

hour procedure, under anes-

thesia, to install cochlear 

implants. “A
t th

at point, w
e 

knew nothing about cochle-

ars, nothing about th
e tech-

nology, and there were many 

days I’d cry thinking of  all 

the things that she would 

never get to do the things that 

other kids do,” said Cassandra.

Cochlear im
plants bypass 

Allie’s auditory system, and 

an im
planted wire delivers 

electrical signals to the 

cochlear nerve in her ears, 

helping Allie hear normally.

Now, Allie hears and speaks

like any other child. “She’s 

like the poster child for 

cochlears,” stated Cassandra. 

“The way I describe it n
ow is 

if  you couldn’t physically see 

them, you would never know. 

She has no lisp, nothing.” 

This can be mostly attribut-

ed to the two years of  speech 

therapy that Allie attended, 

skipping only one session in 

those two years before being 

told that she did not need the 

therapy anymore. “If  every
